








PSHE/Citizenship News

This term has seen two exciting initiatives in PSHE and Citizenship. The school was nominated by a local
business “The Riverside Inn and Restaurant” in Cheddar to take part in the BII Schools Hospitality Project.

The BII is a registered charity and professional body for the licensed retail sector. It works with over 17,500

members across the UK to promote responsible attitudes to alcohol consumption and retail by generating

greater awareness of social and legal responsibilities.
As part of the project students in Year 9 have
tackled quizzes and puzzles that teach about
the health and social problems caused by the
irresponsible use of alcohol. The project also
highlights the growing importance of the
tourism and hospitality sectors in the UK, not
only as a source of wealth for the country but
also as an industry which offers a wide variety
of interesting and rewarding careers.

The timing of the project was perfect as the
Year 9 Scheme of Work provides for
discussion of drug and alcohol related issues
just before Christmas, with a focus on future
career paths in readiness for the GCSE Option
choices to be made by students later this
term.

The school is particularly grateful to Mr Huw Davies of the Riverside Inn and Restaurant for nominating us for
involvement in this project and for coming into school recently to present prizes to a number of Year 9 students for
their excellent work.

Our Year 12 students have also made a very valuable contribution to the teaching of PSHE and Citizenship.
Prompted by their work with recovering alcoholics from the Broadway Lodge Project Mr Ian Smith’s tutor
group produced a drugs and alcohol questionnaire for completion by all Year 9 students. They then collated the
results and presented them to Year 9 in an assembly which was very well received. It is wonderful to see the
Sixth Form working so effectively with lower year groups.
