The total cost of this trip is £8.00. Payment for this trip must be made using the My Child At School App. The trip will be available
on the My Child At School App from 8.00am on Friday 26 September 2025. If the trip is oversubscribed, places will be allocated
on a first come, first served basis. Please ensure that we have your up-to-date emergency contact details and any relevant medical
information for your child, as this information is taken from our school database. Payments are non-refundable. Should your child
withdraw from the trip, we are only able to offer a refund if their place can be filled by another student. Deadline for payment is
Friday 17 October 2025.
